(starting fast) and Maghrib means both Maghrib Athan (call to 

prayer) and Iftar (breaking fast). 

 
2. Isha and Taraweeh prayers will start at 9:45 pm during the 

first fifteen days of the Month of Ramadan and will start at 9:30 

pm during the last fifteen days of the month of Ramadan. 

 

3. All brothers and sisters are encouraged to attend the Isha 

and Taraweeh prayers and to bring their children with them. 

The Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) said: 

Whoever prays at night during Ramadan out of faith and 

hope of Allah's reward, all his previous sins will be 

forgiven. 
 

6. There will be free baby sitters in the room upstairs in the 

women section during the Isha and Tarweeh prayers for kids 3-

6 years old, mothers with kids 3 years old and under need to be 

with their kids in the baby sitting room upstairs, and kids 7 

years and up have to pray next to their parents, because the 

Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) said: Teach 

your children to pray at the age of seven and discipline 

them if they neglect the prayer at the age of ten. 
 

7. There will be Iftar (dinner) in the Masjid every night and 

everyone is invited. 

 

8. Whoever wants to bring drink to the Masjid, please bring only 

water because other drinks make the Masjid unclean when they 

fall on the floor. 

 

9. Call the Masjid on Saturday, July 30, 2011, in the afternoon 

to know when Ramadan starts.
